HEAD SOCCER COACH JOB DESCRIPTION

PURPOSE

To develop and implement soccer sports skill training and competitive opportunities for athletes who have an intellectual disability.

QUALIFICATIONS

· Knowledge of soccer
· Organized, independent and self-motivated

· Strong leadership skills

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

· Work with the Soccer Team Manager to ensure all arrangements for training sessions including facility, equipment, etc. are made (note: a soccer field has been booked for Saturdays from 10:00 – 11:30 am)
· Work in conjunction with the Soccer Club Manager and Volunteer Coordinator to recruit and train volunteers for the soccer program.

· Attend Pre-Season Coach’s Meetings as scheduled within the Region.

· Make sure practices consist of a) warm up, b) motor skills teaching, c) sports skills teaching, and d) cool down period.

· Work as a team with assistant coaches and discuss situations as they arise.

· Ensure proper health and safety measures are followed.

· Ensure all athletes and volunteers are registered with Ontario Special Olympics by appropriate deadline dates.

· Submit any program fees to the Treasurer, and assist in the preparation of the Community budget.

· Make all arrangements for travel to regional competitions including transportation, accommodations, registration etc.

· Work in conjunction with the Treasurer and Fundraiser to ensure you have sufficient funds to meet travel expenses.

· Ensure all athletes and coaches adhere to Ontario Special Olympics “Code of Conduct” when travelling to competitions.

· In consultation with the Public Relations Coordinator, prepare and submit a press release to the media before and following a major competition.

· Liaise with the Provincial and Community Sports Technical Advisors as required.

· Within 1 year of assuming the Head Soccer Coach position, enroll in the one day NCCP Special Olympics Community one day course (funding is provided)

TIME REQUIREMENT AND DURATION OF POSITION

· Three to five hours per week for the duration of the soccer season.
